Frank Guernsey Single Handed Challenge

It's Friday the 20th. We just came
back from the Annapolis Boat Show. |
am at the marina, getting the boat
ready for tomorrow's race, a single
handed race organized by Redondo
Beach Yacht Club, out of Redondo
Beach of course. Four boats out of
Marina del Rey decide to take the
start: Arnaud and his Challenger 32,
Mike with his Martin 242, David with
his Wavelength 24 and myself with
the Open 5.70. We pretty much leave
the dock together, around 9:30. No
wind. Finally the breeze picks up and
we are finally ready to race.

To our surprise, many boats are
present to race. About 25 boats, divid-
ed in 3 classes show up for this single
handed race. 15 are in our class. It
goes from a J133, J80, Martin 242,
Cheetah 30, B25, WV24, Open 5.70,
and some much bigger displacement
boats (30-38 foot boats). The race is a
multiple buoy race with regular
upwind, downwind legs but with an
additional reaching leg pretty much at
the end of the race course. Total dis-
tance is 10 nm.Let's go!

Wind is about 10-12 knots.
Visibility is ok but fog is already com-
ing in. | am very happy about my
start: away from the bigger boats,
clean air and room to pick up some
speed. Unfortunately, | realize just a
few minutes later than my GPS no
longer works and the fog starts to
come in fast. After a good 10 minutes,
it is hard to see 30 yards away. | know
I am still in the right pack of boats. I
am hanging out with the B25s and it
seems that behind me is a J80...he he
he!!! Now the fog is so dense that |
am only counting on my competitors
to guide me to the first windward
mark which they did really well!
Thanks to Mike Georgia, who is fol-
lowing the shifts like never before, |
finally find the windward mark. Let's
round the mark. Spinnaker up and |

start getting some good speed up:
Velocitek indicates 8-9 knots of boat
speed. | have the compass heading to
the mark. | am about 30 degrees off
so | guess my VMG must be around
4.5-5 knots which can't be less than
the other boats heading directly to the
leeward mark. | stay on starboard,
feeling the nice headers taking me
closer to the mark. Finally, 60 degrees
off the mark, | gybed and head down
to the mark. Spinnaker take down, no
rush. All is well. The boat is so much
fun to single hand. Wind must be
around 10-12 knots...perfect. | was

never overpowered and never had to
suffer any kind of brutal situation. |
am rounding the mark 5th...which
means 10 boats are chasing me. The
two J80s are still behind. I can see the
two B25s, the M242 and the J133
ahead of me...not too far. The follow-
ing upwind leg is great too. | am still
managing the shifts and none of the
10 boats behind passed me. It's now
the last downwind leg. One of the
J80s is coming fast. There is less wind
and he can sail deeper than my spin-
naker lets me. | decide to follow the
leader (a B25) who is actually going
to the wrong mark. Mike on the M242
apparently knows where he is going
and rounds the leeward mark for the
reaching leg to the last buoy before

the finish line. I gybe over. Mike is
definitely guy to follow today. He is
doing a perfect race. The J80 saw that
Mike rounded the "right" leeward
mark and gybed as well. One B25 is
just behind me but has trouble carry-
ing his spinnaker on such a tight
reach...by the time he takes his spin-
naker down, I am long gone! A big
ass 38 foot boat is just leeward to
me...but | still have the spinnaker up,
main eased pretty well and | scream
by around 10-12 knots in the puffs.
It's not that easy because | obviously
have to come down in the puffs and
that 38 foot displacement boat is still
pretty close. The J80 and the M242
can not carry their spinnaker at such a
tight angle. | am making great ground
back to them but they still round the
mark a good minute ahead of me.
There were probably 5 minutes ahead.
I only wish that leg was just 0.5 mile
longer! Now it's time for take down. |
just have enough room to head down
and take the spinnaker down. Quick
but not easy! | round the mark and
tack right away...which was probably
the best thing to do because | get a 12
degrees lift to the finish line. | am
now fighting with the M242 and that
displacement boat which is still faster
than me upwind. The M242 had to
tack on port to get away from the
J80's bad air. Very soon, he tacks
again and covers me, finishing proba-
bly about a minute ahead of me, just
behind the J80 and the J133 (of
course). | crossed the line on port just
before the massive 38 footer! End of
the race. It was a lot of fun! Mike
Georgia, on Mighty Mouse won the
race. The Erk 38 corrected on me...yes
| owed him 2 seconds a mile so he
corrected by 16 seconds together...1
finished 3rd place in my class (15
boats), 4th overall (24 boats). | was
still pretty happy.

Great racers, great atmosphere, will
do it again and hopefully with more
Open 5.70s on the line for next year!l
told my wife that | will need a new
GPS for Xmas...hope she doesn't for-
get it!"
