Courses: Courses will be chosen from Marina del Rey Course Chart #16 and/or possible courses identified in
the Sailing Instructions, and will be sailed on the Marina del Rey buoys outside the MdR Breakwater. Different
classes may sail a different number of races, as requested by class representatives, and as the weather allows.
